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Santiam Spokes Meeting - May 4, 2006

Program: After snacks and visiting for about fifteen
minutes, Roger called the meeting to order at 7:20 PM. For
our program this evening, members shared numerous
stories about accidents or near-accidents that have taught
them safety lessons. Members confessed that over-
confidence and stupidity seemed to be two major factors in
having bicycle accidents. Larry reminded us that there are
safety statistics at the club website.

Business Meeting: Roger passed around copies of
newsletters from other clubs in the area. The April minutes
were approved as presented in the newsletter. Treasurer
Dennis Murphy reported that there is $7,553.02 in the
checking account. Strawberry Century income includes
$308.59 in the PayPal account, $1225.00 sponsors'
payments, and $1538 in entry fees and clothing orders.
Larry Fratkin reported that he didn't know of any new
members. He will be sending out a form letter to remind
people whose membership expired in April that it is time
to renew. Concerning the website, Larry asked that
someone send him the Strawberry Century map so that he
can post it at the website. Marlene will get in touch with
Shirley at GeoSolve about this. Larry suggested that Roger
post his weekly ride reminders on the website instead of
sending them to the members. Al Randall, who is in charge
of registration for the Century event, is using a spreadsheet
to send Larry information about mail-in Century
registrations. Larry is combining these with the on-line
registrations to be sure that we have a complete list.  Mary
Ellen Lind pointed out that the roster on the website is a
combination of members and nonmembers. Larry said he
would fix it. He will also eliminate the photos page
because it does not work.

Strawberry Century Report: Tim Mangan reported that
there are currently 51 mail-in registrants.  Tim is still
looking for 9 - 11 pointers. An important safety issue has
been resolved. We have permission to let rides go through
the stop sign at the intersection of Pleasant Valley and
North River Road. For this to work safely, we must have a
person at the intersection who will be directing vehicles to
stop and let the riders pass. 

As a response to continuing comments about road
markings and directions and because the county requires
them, we will mark with Dan Henry's this year, not
ordinary arrows. Also, we must use chalk paint.

Registration is fully staffed, including T-shirt distribution.

Food arrangements are about the same as last year. On
Friday Sally Skaggs and her sorority sisters will be at the
church at 10:00 AM to start cutting strawberries and
packaging food for the various water and sag stops. She
needs additional club members to help with this. The pasta
will be prepared at Izzy's Kitchen in Albany and delivered
to the church.

This year McDonalds is donating $120, plus 500 bottles of
water, plus 700 freshly-baked cookies. Cyclotopia will do
bicycle repairs and support at the beginning of the ride and
along the route. Pacific Source is a new sponsor this year
with a donation of $200.

The folks at GeoSolve Inc. will be printing the maps. This
is a significant donation. KGAL/KSHO will run radio ads
about the ride starting about two weeks before the event. 

Charles Taylor, publicity person for the ride, has 500
Burger King coupons to give to riders. He also has other
merchandise, which will be won by a drawing. Charles
will handle this. Tim will write a letter to the editor for
each newspaper. A "Lebanon Express" reporter, writing a
story about the Century ride, contacted Roger who directed
her to Tim. Roger sent her past century ride photos. Roger
suggested that if Tim would prepare a few comments about
the Strawberry Century, he will include the pictures and
send the materials to area newspapers. Seth Reese
suggested that we will increase the likelihood of getting an
article in the newspaper by putting the article and photos
on a CD and submitting the package to the newspaper.
Roger said that Sally Skaggs had requested photographs
from past Strawberry Centurys for a Sweet Home Chamber

of Commerce PowerPoint presentation that is being
developed. Roger sent her the photos and these are the
same as those mentioned above.

Bill Pintard announced that the recently published
supplement to the "Oregon Cycling" includes a write-up
about the Strawberry Century.

Kari Kropf and Roger will complete design of the T-shirts.
A sheet was passed around for the member volunteers to
note the size and sleeve-length of a shirt for the Century.
Roger stressed that he and Kari will need an accurate
registration count at the cut-off date in order to make an
informed decision about how many T-shirts to order.

Ron Kropf asked that we put extra maps at each food and
water stop.

Bill suggested using only one color on the road
markings. This is not possible this year because the
maps note the colored markings. This could be
considered for future years.

Tim wants to use the feedback surveys again.  Roger will
send an electronic copy of last year's survey to Al, who
will prepare the survey for distribution.

Marlene asked the group what they thought about Bike
Friday having a booth at the Strawberry Century that
would include a solar-powered radio playing music at
the entrance to the high school. Group thought this
would be o.k. if they used appropriate music played at a
reasonable level.

Ride Reports: Mary Ellen and Ron encouraged members
to support the Bike Rodeo which is from 9:00-10:00
Saturday, May 6. It is sponsored by the Lebanon Fire
Department. Club members check bicycles for safety and
children ride an obstacle course. Afterward the group will
ride to Corvallis and back.

Folks going to Portland on May 13 for the ride starting
at OMSI will car pool from the K-Mart parking lot in
Albany to Portland. The Memorial Day Weekend event
in Sisters starts on Friday after 3:00 PM and ends on
Monday. Members may arrive and depart anytime
during that period. Mary Ellen needs to know by May
19 if you want to do this. The house rents for $300 for
the weekend. People who participate will share in the
cost of the housing and food. Group meals are planned,

Among the June rides, Rod Sell will lead a route that will go from
Brownsville to Coburg Rd to Marcola, then on Court Creek Road and back to
Brownsville. Also we will visit the Haven Hill Lavender Farm in Silverton.

Each week Ron sends out maps to ride leaders. When you are a ride leader,
please call Ron or Mary Ellen if you don't get a map that you can use with
your group.

He is producing a data base of maps that will be put at the website.

Larry is willing to lead another wine ride in September, if it works with his
vacation schedule. The group wants to do a wine ride. If not this one, then
perhaps another one in the valley.

Club storage: This continues to be an issue of interest. Al Rimer has offered
to let the club store club materials, etc. in a building on his property. First, we
need to find out what needs to be stored. Tim will set a time and day for a
small work party to look at the materials stored at the hospital and then we'll
know more about using Al's storage.

Miscellaneous: Roger passed around a computer printout of a new Scio area
brochure that includes a map of bicycling and driving routes to the five
covered bridges. About 7500 of these brochures will be printed and
distributed in the area.

Bill Pintard told the group about the Safe Routes to School initiative. This is a
combined project of the Bicycle Pedestrian Commission and the BTA. This is
currently starting in Albany, but will be expanded to Lebanon. Call Bill for
more information.

Meeting adjourned at 9:10 PM.
