ack in 1972 Jeff Katz and a partner
B opened The Touring Shop on Jackson
Street in Corvallis. Touring referred to all
types of non motorized touring, not just
bikes. The shop sold bicycles, cross
country ski and hiking equipment. In
1974, the business was moved to the
current location, 222 Second Street in
Corvallis. Nelson Sherry, the bicycle shop
manager, said that Jeff likes to play and
the products offered are sports that Jeff
enjoys himself. It became the place for
bike racers. Nelson began working there
in 1979 due to his interest in bike racing.
He left the business to further his
education and became a college professor
in British Columbia. He recently returned
to Corvallis and decided to go back to
what he really loves, bicycles and cycling.

In 1980, after adding downhill skis and
equipment, Jeff realized that the name was
no longer appropriate and it was changed
to Peak Sports, with Marys Peak as the
logo. The original sign is still displayed
outside of the first storefront. The store
then expanded into an old printing shop
next door.

In 1982, water sports equipment was
added and a third store was added. In
2003, the business expanded to a second
location and added outdoor clothing.

Over 50% of the current sales of Peak
Sports come from bikes and bike
equipment sales. They have over 100
bikes on display and no two are the same
model. Their primary brands are Trek and
Specialized. They also sell Le Mond,
Gary Fisher, Bianchi, Santa Cruz and Co-
motion bikes. Hanging from the ceiling
are some interesting old bikes. Ask

Nelson to tell you about them.

One of their specialties is bike fit. They
offer four different methods to determine a
proper bike fit but Nelson said that while
they can provide good starting points, it
still takes a lot of skill and time to fit
someone properly. Their basic fit service
will be fine for most people but they do
custom fitting as well. A good bike fit can
make riding more enjoyable and improve

your ability to ride well.

Larry Desaulnire is the General
Manager of all the departments. Nelson
emphasized that Peak Sports is more
about serving the outdoor non-
motorized community with a full range
of products and services. Stop by and

introduce yourselves.
